MAJOR PERFORMANCE DRIVERS

. Top-down asset allocation was positive. The headline positions of emphasizing developed ex-U.S. and emerging market equities over U.S. equities, along with
emphasizing value equities over growth equities, both worked for the quarter.

. Security selection was also positive for the quarter, with positive outcomes across the U.S., developed ex-U.S., and emerging market exposures.

Emerging market equities, with an emphasis on undervalued stocks within attractively valued countries and sectors, represented 14.1% of the total portfolio weight on

average during the quarter. The portfolio was modestly overweight emerging market equities relative to the benchmark, which added marginally to relative performance

as the MSCI Emerging Markets Index returned -0.2%, ahead of the MSCI ACWI return of -3.2%. Security selection was strong, as the portfolio returned 4.7% in aggregate.

No emerging market names featured in the top five biggest individual contributors to, or detractors from, relative performance at the total portfolio level.

U.S. equities accounted for 40.9% of the total portfolio on average through the quarter, comprising 2.1% in Domestic Resilience, 2.9% in U.S. Small Cap Value, 4.0% in U.S.
Small Cap Quality, 9.3% in broad U.S., 12.6% in U.S. Opportunistic Value, and the remainder in Quality and Resource equity strategies. This leaves the portfolio 21.9%
underweight U.S. equities in total, and this had a positive impact on relative performance as the MSCI USA Index returned -4.6%, underperforming MSCI ACWI. Security
selection was strong, as the portfolio returned 0.9% in aggregate. Underweight positions in Microsoft (Information Technology) and Tesla (Consumer Discretionary)
featured in the top five biggest individual contributors to relative performance for the quarter. On the flipside, underweight positions in Walmart (Consumer Staples) and
Costco Wholesale (Consumer Staples) featured among the top five biggest individual detractors from relative performance for the quarter.

Developed ex-U.S. equities accounted for an average weight of 43.9% of the portfolio for the quarter, including 6.1% in Japan Fundamental Value, 11.0% in International
Opportunistic Value, 24.0% in Developed ex-U.S. equity, along with some exposure from the Quality and Resource equity strategies. The portfolio was overweight
developed ex-U.S. equities by 18.3%, and this had a positive impact on relative performance as the MSCI World ex-USA Index returned -1.0%, well ahead of MSCI ACWI.
Security selection was also helpful, as the portfolio returned an impressive 4.0% in aggregate. Overweight positions in Equinor (Norway Energy), Panasonic Holdings
(Japan Consumer Discretionary), and Sumitomo Electric Industries (Japan Consumer Discretionary) featured among the top five biggest individual contributors to relative
performance for the quarter. Overweight positions in Deutsche Bank (Germany Financials), NEC (Japan Information Technology), and 3i Group (United Kingdom
Financials) featured among the top five biggest individual detractors from relative performance for the quarter.
