MAJOR PERFORMANCE DRIVERS

Global equity markets started the year with positive absolute returns across regions, then fell after the U.S. and Israel decided to attack Iran, ending the quarter with all
regions posting negative returns. In January and February, emerging markets and developed markets outside the U.S. were the strongest performers. However, those
markets were most directly exposed to disruptions in the trade of energy, commaodities, and other critical products from the Middle East and were the worst performers in
March.

Amid the market volatility, value outperformed growth in developed markets outside the U.S., and the MSCI World ex USA Value Index finished the quarter with positive
absolute returns. In this environment, the stocks our models identified as deep value outperformed index value, shallow value, and the broader market. All three
underlying valuation models, Price to Fair Value, Quality Boosted Value, and Composite Value, contributed to the outperformance.

The success of the portfolio’s deep value-oriented stock selection was seen in a wide range of countries and sectors, with additional value added from the resulting
country and sector allocations. Energy was a top contributor as deep value stock selection led to overweight positions in Norway, France, and Spain. Other areas with
successful deep value stock selection included Japan, Health Care, and Industrials.

Detractors in the period were not enough to offset the strong stock selection. For example, while the portfolio added value from an aggregate overweight position in deep
value Energy names, underweight positioning in UK and Canadian Energy were among the largest detractors.

The Strategy aims to profit from our Asset Allocation team's top-down insights as to the most attractively valued segment of developed markets outside the U.S.
Currently, the team finds developed, non-U.S. “deep value” (cheapest 20%) stocks to be unusually cheap relative to their own history. This actively managed Strategy
concentrates exposure in the deep value segment by focusing on the international stocks that GMO's Systematic Equity team identifies as the most undervalued, using
proprietary valuation models because we believe that relying on reported financials and index definitions of value may lead investors to misjudge the opportunity.
