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OVERVIEW

valuation levels over a complete market cycle. Using GMO's 7-Year Asset Class Forecasts, the Fund seeks to

allocate to areas of the global equity markets we believe are most attractively valued. Our approach combines the
best of GMOQ'’s top-down Asset Allocation views and bottom-up equity research to identify mispricings at both the
asset class and individual security levels. The Fund allocates to equity strategies that are actively managed by
other GMO investment teams with expertise and experience in security selection within their respective markets.
