OVERVIEW

Usonian Japan Value Creation Fund seeks total return and measures its performance against the TOPIX Total

Return Index (the “Index”) for performance comparison purposes. The Fund employs a fundamental, value-oriented

approach to invest in equities of Japanese companies and companies tied economically to Japan.

In managing the Fund, the Usonian Japan Equity team follows a disciplined, bottom-up approach using

fundamental research to identify equities that we believe are undervalued with high quality balance sheets. The

team spends considerable time developing a high level of knowledge about the companies in which the Fund

invests and engages collaboratively with corporate management with the ultimate goal of unlocking shareholder

value and mitigating risk.
