What is this product?

Type GMO Investments ICAV (the “ICAV”) is an open-ended investment company with variable capital and is an umbrella fund with segregated liability
between sub-funds.

Investment objective and policy

The investment objective of GMO Climate Change Transition Investment Fund (the “Fund”) is to seek high total return. The Fund invests primarily in securities of
companies that the investment adviser believes are positioned to directly or indirectly benefit from efforts to curb or mitigate the long-term effects of global climate
change, to address the environmental challenges presented by global climate change, or to improve the efficiency of resource consumption. Such companies include
companies involved in industries relating to clean energy, batteries and storage, electric grid, energy efficiency, recycling and pollution control, agriculture, water, and
businesses that service such industries. The Fund may also invest in other investment funds to pursue the investment objective of this Fund. The Fund selects assets
based on an analysis of companies' published financial information and corporate behaviour, securities' prices, commodities' prices, equity and bond markets, the overall
global economy, and governmental policies. The factors considered and models used by the investment adviser may change over time. The Fund may invest in debt
securities which may include investment grade, non-investment grade and unrated debt securities of any credit quality and having any maturity or duration. Such debt
securities may be supranational, government or corporate securities and may be fixed or floating rate securities. The proportion of investments of the Fund used to meet
environmental characteristics will be at least 80 per cent. The Fund's investments will exclude: (i) companies it believes to have the highest levels of potential carbon
emissions content; (ii) companies involved in activities related to controversial weapons; (iii) tobacco companies; and (iv) companies that determined to be in violation of
core international norms and conventions. The Fund may use instruments whose value is determined by changes in the value of the underlying assets they represent
(derivatives). Derivatives may be used for investment purposes and for the reduction of risk and cost and the generation of additional capital or income. The Fund is
actively managed and does not manage the Fund to, or control the Fund's risk relative to, any securities index or securities benchmark. The Fund uses the MSCI AC World
Index for performance comparison purposes only (the “Comparator Index”). Although the Fund's securities may be components of the Comparator Index, the Fund's
investment manager may or may not invest in securities not included in the Comparator Index. You may sell your shares usually on each business day (generally, a day on
which banks in Dublin and London and New York and the New York Stock Exchange are open) by sending your request to State Street Fund Services (Ireland) Limited
before 2.00 pm (Irish time) on the preceding business day. Income is reinvested into the Fund. For more information about the investment policy, see “Investment
Objectives and Policies of the Funds” in the Fund's prospectus available at www.gmo.com.

Each investor of the Fund may apply to exchange shares in the Fund for shares in another sub-fund of the ICAV as set out in the prospectus.
