The GMO Horizons Investment Fund is a global portfolio reflecting the view that the world economy is transitioning Class GBP Class D
to a lower carbon future, and that this process will create opportunities for investors to seek excess returns. The

Fund seeks to capture these opportunities and mitigate related risks through reduced total carbon footprint (direct ISIN IE000109K947
and indirect) and significant exposure to impactful climate solutions, while controlling for exposure to Class Inception 26-Sep-24
Environmental, Social, and Governance (ESG) risks.

COMMENTARY

GMO has developed a proprietary ESG score by integrating inputs from two distinct ESG data sources. The process begins with the IFRS SASB Materiality Map, which identifies
crucial environmental and social factors. The GMO investment team’s insights further refine these factors. Within that framework, MSCI data evaluates company exposures and their
management of ESG topics, while LSEG Data & Analytics supplies raw data on company performance in these areas. A blend of statistical and fundamental analysis weights these
ESG topics, linking them to the Quality factor. We believe this approach yields a score that offers a more accurate reflection of ESG risks at both the company and portfolio levels.

The MSCI ESG score of 6.7 was better than the benchmark score of 6.6.
The GMO ESG score of 7.0 was better than the benchmark score of 6.9.

MSCI ESG ratings are according to MSCI ESG Research data and ratings. The portfolio has 98% coverage as of June 2025.

The letter
grade corresponds to the industry-adjusted aggregate which ranges from AAA
(>8.571) to CCC (<1.429). The industry-adjusted aggregate normalizes the
weighted average key issue score relative to peers.
