What is this product?

Type GMO Investments ICAV (the “ICAV”) is an open-ended investment company with variable capital and is an umbrella fund with segregated liability
between sub-funds.

Investment objective and policy

The investment objective of GMO Horizons Investment Fund (the “Fund”) is to seek total return. The fund pursues its investment objective by investing in equity and
equity-related securities and will manage risk relative to the MSCI ACWI ex Fossil Fuels Index. The Fund will favour companies that generate “green revenue,” meaning
revenue associated with environmentally positive business activities such as water management, treatment, and delivery; waste and pollution management; efficient
transportation; sustainable agriculture and food production; renewable or alternative sources of energy, and improved energy efficiency; and efficient use of natural
resources and reduction of environmental impacts. The Fund is committed to maintaining a weighted average green revenue across its portfolio of at least 20%. The Fund
is committed to maintaining its total (scope 1 + indirect emissions) carbon footprint at or below 50 per cent. Carbon footprint is total GHG emissions (in tonnes) per
million dollars of market capitalization. In addition, the fund will exclude companies associated with major environmental controversies, companies on certain third-party
exclusion list(s), and companies in sectors that the Investment Adviser determines are environmentally or socially detrimental. In selecting securities, the Investment
Adviser will use a combination of systematic investment methods and datasets, based on earnings, profitability, and sentiment factors, as well as other publicly available
financial information. The fund may invest in equities (shares) and related securities, money market instruments, currencies and derivatives. The fund may also invest in
other investment funds to pursue the investment objective of this fund. The fund is actively managed. The fund uses the MSCI ACWI ex Fossil Fuels Index for performance
comparison purposes. The fund may use instruments whose value is determined by changes in the value of the underlying assets they represent (derivatives). Derivatives
may be used for efficient portfolio management purposes and for the reduction of risk and cost and the generation of additional capital or income. You may sell your
shares usually on each business day (generally, a day on which banks in Dublin and London and the New York Stock Exchange are open) by sending your request to State
Street Fund Services (Ireland) Limited before 2.00 pm (Irish time) on the preceding business day. Income is reinvested into the fund. For more information about the
investment policy, see “Investment Objectives and Policies of the Funds” in the fund's prospectus available at www.gmo.com. The Fund is a sub-fund of the ICAV. The
prospectus and periodic reports are prepared in respect of the ICAV. The assets and liabilities of each sub-fund of the ICAV are segregated by law, and so the assets of one
sub-fund cannot be used to discharge the liabilities of another sub-fund. Each investor of the Fund may apply to exchange shares in the Fund for shares in another sub-
fund of the ICAV as set out in the prospectus.
